· Discuss the students' learning goals - It is suggested to go through the syllabus with the student to see what most needs improving on.

If for example your client disputes a charge with their invoice, due to an additional expense not agreed upon, then a chargeback may be processed. 💳

Each chargeback request will be dealt with on a case by case basis to begin with. Academic Advantage will be contacted and you will be asked to submit supporting evidence to us within 6 weeks to prove the charge was legitimate. If a tutor gets repeated chargebacks we reserve the right to investigate this and suspend your account. ❌

You can acquire a background check online using the UK Government website. A background check is unconditional for us at Academic Advantage. 

All you need to apply for this check is: 

1) Your National Insurance Number 
2) Your passport
3) Your Drivers Licence
4) Records of addresses lived in the past 5 years.

If you would like to work with Academic Advantage we have an extremely strict entry criteria, one of these is that all tutors must hold at minimum a standard DBS check (£18), however we recommend that all tutors obtain an enhanced check (£38), these do cost more but tutors with these are in a much higher demand as parents have the greatest reassurance possible. The check will typically take around 2 weeks. 🤝
